a. Faculty of Psychology, University Bhayangkara Jakarta Raya explained about

Healing from 
violence is possible and they provide the services needed. Violence comes in many 
forms include; physical, psychological, emo.onal, sexual, financial, neglect, and 
self-neglect. There are ways to support a vic.m of abuse such as keep calm, listen 
without judgement, encourage them to seek help, contact relevant agencies. 

c. Sharing session between Faculty of Psychology, University Bhayangkara Jakarta 
Raya and Care Corner Singapore was based on its experience in both country – 
Indonesia and Singapore from the perspec.ve of psychology and social worker.
